Dan Adams has been a Volunteer Firefighter with Indian Hills Fire Rescue
for four years. Last year, at 33 years of age, Dan was diagnosed with
Melanoma. Shortly thereafter, he underwent surgery and treatment for
the cancer in the hope that it could be completely removed. Earlier this
year Dan’s cancer returned and in May he was hospitalized and diagnosed
with Stage Four Metastatic Melanoma, the most serious type of skin cancer.
Since then, Dan has been hospitalized several times and continues to receive
treatment. Unfortunately, due to his condition, Dan has not been able to
return to work. His wife Randi has also had to stop working to care for Dan
and their four children ranging in age from 5 to 13. Subsequently, Dan’s
treatments and their inability to work have imposed a severe financial
burden on this young family. Dan’s attitude and spirits have remained high
during this time of personal and physical crisis, although he misses his
activities with the Fire Department and the community is missing a valuable
emergency responder.
